Key components of FA (5)

Learning targets

Multiple ways of checking for understanding

Monitoring student progress

Feedback to students

Students actively involved in the learning/assessment process

What learning targets are  (4)

Created based on standards

Shared with students early and often

Student-friendly language

May be written as “I can” statements

Ways of checking for understanding (5)

Traffic lighting
Using whiteboards while asking questions

Observation of students doing sorting cards activity

Asking probing questions

Have students summarize something they have read

Ways to get students involved (5)

Co-create learning criteria

Generate examples that demonstrate goals of the rubric

Allow students to choose assessment from a “menu”

Self/peer evaluation

Student has opportunities to re-assess if growth can be demonstrated
